Jax State's Coach Charlie Pell called 
it, "the best program we've had to date 
because it had participation of JSU 
graduates." Among those graduates 
Pell was referring to was the Master of 
Ceremonies, Mr. Hank Prickett, the 
Vice President of Life of Alabama. 

Another Jax State graduate and 
Guest Speaker, was Mike Little, the 
Captain of the 1970 undefeated Mid- 
South Championship Team, Class of '71. 

Entertainment was provided by JSU 
graduates from Marietta, Ga., Mr. and 
Mrs. Turk Moncus from the Class of '48.
