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Parking from page 1 
between rows. 

The second, which was still 
in place at the end of last 
semester, allowed traffic to 
flow in both directions in all 
three rows. This eased the 
congestion, but for some, 
increased the confusion. 

The present routing of traf- 
fic calls for one-way traffic 
flow toward Stone Center in 
the first two rows of spaces 
and one-way traffic flow in 
the opposite direction in the 
third row, which leads to 
highway 2 1. 

In previous years, drivers 
could turn left or right at the 
opening of the parking lot to 
highway 2 1, but this semester 
the exit is limited to right 
turns only. "It's very danger- 
ous for people to turn left, " 
said Fielding. 

Part of the danger was the 
large number of drivers on 
the highway who were turn- 
ing right to enter the parking 
lot., at the same time students 
exitting the parking lot were

hopes restricting the exits to 
right turns only will eliminate 
this problem.
