Zihui suspect arrested then released; police say lack of evidence

A suspect in the murder investigation of
Zihui “Linda” Liu, a Chinese JSU student,
was in police custody last month in Winston-
Salem, N.C.

Liu disappeared on October 18, 1996, from
her home at the Wesley House. She was
reported missing on October 20, 1996. Her
body was found on December 16, 1996 off
Highway 431 in Glencoe.

Chen Shi, an acquaintance of Liu, is the
prime suspect in the investigation, according
to Jacksonville investigator Bill Wineman.

“He admits that he was the last person with
her before she disappeared,” says Wineman.
“I’'ve got lots of circumstantial evidence
pointing in his direction.”

Shi, of China, was a JSU student at the time
of Liu's disappearance. He left campus
immediately after Liu’s disappearance, and

was listed as a missing person until last
month.

After two airings of Shi on “America’s Most
Wanted” in January, Wineman received tips
saying that Shi was working at a restaurant
and living in Winston-Salem, N.C.
According to Wineman, citizens of Winston-
Salem called him after the second run on
“America’s Most Wanted”, and were -angry
that nothing had been done.

“We found where his whereabouts were and
that was off of three tips of America’s Most
Wanted,” says Wineman. “We found out he
was in Winston-Salem, and Winston-Salem’s
homicide squad was called and asked to do a
couple of things.”

The Winston-Salem PD took Shi into cus-
tody. Shi denied who he was, as well as
where he was living.

The Alabama Burcau of Investigation was
notified, but they declined interviewing him

Turgeon brings an impressive resume to the
Gamecock program. He served as an assis-
tant coach with the National Basketball
Association’s Philadelphia 76ers under
coach Larry Brown. He also played under
Brown at his alma mater, the University of
Kansas.

Turgeon graduated from the University of
Kansas in 1987 with a B.S. in Personnel
Administration. He played basketball from
1983 to 1987, helping the team to reach the
Final Four in 1986. After graduating, he

at the time. The Winston-Salem PD pho-
tographed and finger-printed Shi. They then
had to release him because there wasn’t
enough evidence to warrant his arrest.

Shi immediately went to his place of
employment and quit. He told them that he
couldn’t work for them anymore, and asked
for his money. He then disappeared again.

Wineman, who has been the investigator
over the death of Liu, has turned the case over
to the Alabama Bureau of Investigation.

According to Wineman, the exact cause of
Liu’s death is undisclosed, but the coroner
ruled it a homicide.

“She didn’t die of natural causes,” says
Wineman.

It has been rumored that Shi was Liu’s
boyfriend, but Wineman says that they were
just acquaintances. “I think she probably
showed some interest in him,” says
Wineman, “but I don’t think that it ever got to
a point where it was a boyfriend-girlfriend
thing.”

The investigation could come to a halt if Shi
moved back to his home country. “I don’t
believe that we have an extradition treaty
with China,” says Wineman, “but he could
come back here to Jacksonville and live and
there ain’t nothing I can do about it.”

Shi isn’t the only person under investigation
in this case. “Other leads are being followed,
but I can’t tell you those,” says Wineman.

Students may have noticed a
change on campus just before Spring
Break, with the installation of new
vending machines across campus.

“We felt like it wasn’t the service
the students deserved,” says Don
Thacker, Vice President for
Administration and Business Affairs,
about the change of services.

Thacker says the new machines are
run by two different companies. The
snack machines are operated by
Buffalo Rock, while the drink

machines are served by the Coca-
Cola Bottling Company.
“We’re trying to get more products

available,” says Joe Whitmore,
Director of Institutional
Development. “The service we

were getting before didn’t offer
this.”

Another change brought about by
the new vending services was an
increase in the price of soft drinks.
12 oz. cans went from 55 cents to 60
cents, while 20 oz. bottles increased
from 75 cents to 85 cents.

Thacker said this was “a long-over-
due price increase.”

The new machines also include
slots which accept dollar bills. As
soon as this fall the machines may
offer even more methods of pay-
ment, according to Whitmore.

“The new machines are eventually
going to have debit card capabili-
ties,” Whitmore says.

In addition to the snack machines,
Thacker says debit card slots may be
added to washers and dryers on cam-
pus, as well as copy machines.

“We would like to put a lot things
on this system,” Thacker says. “This
way you don’t always have to get
change.”

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Seminar on date rape well attended; students warned about drug

A Date Rape Seminar, sponsored
by the JSU SGA and Greek organi-
zations, was held Tuesday night at
the TMB auditorium.

“We're trying to let girls know
what’s out there and to be careful,”
says Consuela Black, chairperson of
the Issues and Concerns committee
of the SGA, and brainchild of the
event, “and the guys know that
we're letting the girls know to be
careful and what’s out there so if
they say no, you better realize that
no means no and even if you get
them liquored up, it’s still consid-
ered rape.”

Three speeches, along with a self
defense demonstration, were part of
the festivities

Laura Phillips started the evening
off with a description of rape
according to Alabama code.
Phillips says rape is a Class A
felony, and the penalty is ten years
to life in prison. Under the Alabama
code, males are the only people who
can be convicted of a rape

Phillips says that in a date rape
investigation, the key factors looked
at are the relationship of the victim
and offender, the physical condition
of the victim, the location of the
crime, and prior violence of the
offender.

According to Phillips, date rape is
harder to prosecute because it is
often a he-said/she-said situation.
She also says it is often reported too
late because victims have a harder
time turning in someone that they
know.

Under the Alabama Sexual
Offender Act, once a person is con-
victed of a sexual offense, wherever
he moves to for the rest of his life, a
letter will be sent to everyone in his
new neighborhood, warning them
that there is a former sex offender
moving in there community.

Also under the Alabama Sexual
Offender Act, once a person is con-
victed of rape, a child under the age
of 18 cannot live in his house

“That means in 10-15 years when
you have a child, that child can’t
live with you,” says Phillips

Ron Hubbard, forensic scientist,
was the second speaker of the
evening, who discussed the latest
date rape drug, Rohypnol.

A prominent sleeping pill in
Europe, South America and Mexico,
Rohypnol is produced by Roche and
can be purchased by prescription in
America for around $2-$5 per pill

Rohypnol is a white tablet with
Roche written on one side, witha 1,
2, or O inscribed under it. Itis taken
orally, and it’s use and effects are
compared to that of a Valium—but
it’s ten times more potent. It is fre-

cocaine and heroine.

When mixed with alcohol, this
sleeping drug has an increased
affect. “You can see how this would
work with date rape,” says Hubbard.
“Someone who wants to decrease
your inhibition to have sex—or
more important don’t want you to
remember it—can very easily put a
crushed tablet in an alcohol or a
non-alcoholic beverage.”

The affects of the drug begin with-
in 20-30 minutes, and lasts for up to
eight hours. According to Hubbard,
he’s heard reports of the effects of
the drug last for 24-30 hours.

“This makes date rape extremely
hard to prosecute,” says Hubbard
He says that this is due to the fact
that a jury has a hard time believing
that a woman was raped if she was
asleep and really doesn’t know what
happened

There are few cases of this drug
being used at JSU. *T think we had

something like four cases last year,”
says Hubbard, “but it seems to be
increasing.”

According to the final speaker, Jeff
Rush, a JSU criminal justice profes-
sor, “If we have to use a drug to get
sex, then there’s something wrong
with us.”

Rush encouraged the men at the
meeting to be the kind of men who
realize that ‘“no” means no.
“Basically, there are more women
than there are men out there, so if
she says no when you ask, go to
somebody else and ask. Finally
somebody will say yes.”

Rush then addressed the popular
issue of girls getting raped at frater-
nity houses to a cold audience. Due
to the fact that the event was part of
Greek week, over half of all the
Greek members were there because
they earned Greek Week points for
attending.

“You guys ought to be here
because I firmly believe that Greeks
ought to take the lead, particularly
Greek men,” says Rush. He says a
fraternity house should be at least
the one place on this campus where
girls can be safe

Rush then referred to the Fall of
1995 case where an Alpha Tau
Omega pledge was charged with the
rape of a sorority girl The ATO’s
were quick to remind Rush that it
was a pledge that was charged, not a

“The reality is that people believe
about Greeks is all you do is drink
and party and cause problems,” says
Rush. “The fact of the matter is to
deal with the reality and change the
reality.”

This issue should be a problem at
JSU, says Rush. “If we do the right
thing, maybe at some point we can
deal with other issues that can really
make a change in the world.”

The final event of the Date Rape
Seminar was a self-defense demon-
stration by ROTC instructor
Michael Tatum, and a few of his stu-
dents

Tatum says that in an attack situa-
tion, you want to avoid going to the
secondary scene, therefore, you
want to try to intimidate your
aggressor by making him think that
you know more than you actually
do.

While demonstrations of such
moves as the single wrist grab, the
double wrist grab, and the choke
hold were performed, Tatum pointed
out that the girls in each situation
were trying to settle the attacker
down, but at the same time she was
positioning herself to attack

Tatum says that anyone who wants
to learn these moves should call him
in the afternoon at the ROTC build-
ing and he would be happy to teach
them

Busy signals may be in the future of
JSU students. According to Don
Walter, of Academic Computing
Services, no new modems are going to
be added to the JSU dial-in service.

Currently, there are six off-campus
modems for faculty and students
(5511), six off-campus modems for
students (782-7784), and four on-cam-
pus modems (4211) for faculty and
students.

Walter says “the expenses are the
phone charges. The modems weren’t
the problem, it was the ongoing
charges.” Phone lines run about $73

Anyone who has an
account can use their home computer
to access the internet and email
through JSU for free.

Students also can access most of the
internet from various labs on campus,
though many machines are restricted
from several extras including, accord-
ing to Walter, “‘some of the chat related
things... we don’t have enough com-
puters for everybody’s recreational
use. The purpose is for educational
use.”

As many have discovered, JSU also
blocks various pornography sites.

“Wishing I Was There” is a song
that addresses love versus physical
passion. As Imbruglia sings about
the morning after, she’s not hoping
for a declaration of love or promis-
es of forever.

I would definitely recommend this
CD to anyone who likes great
music. While it may appeal more to

the female audience, it sends a mes-
sage to everyone who listens.
Perhaps the reason the songs are so
powerful is that Imbruglia wrote or
cowrote almost all of the songs.
She sings with a convincing emo-
tional quality, and that is what
makes Left of the Middle a great

Sheryl Crow vamps and shrieks
her way through “Tommorrow
Never Dies,” the theme song of the
19th installment in the James Bond
series. Crow’s raspy voice doesn’t
quite measure up to the brilliant
string of artists who have seranaded
Engiand’s greatest spy in the last
three decades.

The rest of the album is largely

instrumental, weaving endless vari-
ations on the famous “James Bond
Theme.” Two of these instrumental
tracks give the old theme a new
spin:  “Company Car” and
“Backseat Driver.” )

“Company Car” is a fairly
straightforward reworking of the
Bond theme, with a cool retro jazzy
sound. Charging techno beats send
“Backseat Driver” hurtling along at
a breakneck pace, bringing 007
firmly into the 90s.

‘Another song is worked into the’

tapestry of the movie’s score, but it
is not Sheryl Crow’s theme. Instead
it is “Surrender,” k.d. lang’s contri-
bution to the album, that finds itself

surfacing over and over again.
“Surrender” has all the elements

of a classic Bond theme: polished

vocals, an over-the-top brass sec-

tion, and vampy lyrics. It ranks
with the best of Bond themes, like
Shirley Bassey’s “Goldfinger.”

For some reason the producers
decided to relegate it to secondary
status, much like Thunderball’s
“Mr. Kiss Kiss Bang Bang.” That

_song, sung by Dionne Warwick,

was replaced by Tom Jones’
“Thunderball.”

Moby’s remake of the always
classy “James Bond Theme” opens
with Pierce Brosnan’s “Bond...
James Bond.” The track also
includes snippets of dialogue from
“Goldfinger.”

Despite the lackluster theme, this
album has a feeling of mystery and
intrigue appropriate- to a Bond
soundtrack. As always the always
classy “James Bond Theme” saves
the day, powering yet another
soundtrack for a franchise that
seemingly will never die.

The search for a new head bas-
ketball coach has ended.

He has strong ties to head
coach Larry Brown, both at the pro-
fessional and the collegiate levels.

As spring break began, so did
conference  play for  the
Gamecocks. Here is a look at the
last two weeks for the Gamecocks
on the diamond:

Jax State 11, Georgia 5

In arguably the biggest Division I
win for the Gamecocks, Jax State
won big at Georgia’s Foley Field.
JSU, averaging around two homers
per game so far this season, won the
game without a single long-ball.

Instead, it was the extra-base hits
that did Georgia in. JSU managed
eight extra-base hits in the game,
including triples by Dean Friery
and Shawn Morgan.

Once again the story for JSU was
Jjumping out to an early lead. JSU
fed 8-3 after four innings. The
Gamecocks used four different
pitchers in the game, with Blaine
Douglass coming away with the
win. He struck out the side in the
7th inning to give the Gamecocks
the emotional boost.

Scott Green paced Jax State,

the University of Kansas in 1987-
88. That year, the Jayhawks cap-
tured the NCAA  National
Championship. He assisted Roy
Williams, current Kansas coach, for

four years.

While under Williams, Turgeon
helped lead the team to a 130-41
record, including a second place
finish in the 1991 national champi-
onship. In addition to that second
place finish, two Jayhawk teams
won Big Eight Conference champi-
onships and one Big Eight

Lee
Hinkson took his fifth win of the
season for the Gamecocks.

Wes Brooks had another big
game, going two for three with an
RBI and three runs scored. Sam
Grant went three for three with a
homer and five RBI’s in the JSU
win.

Jax State 10, Centenary 9

In the final game of the series on
Sunday, JSU was able to hold a late
Centenary rally and take the sweep
of the series.

Cypress Hathorn took his third
win of the season for JSU. Dean
Friery went three for five with two

Tournament crown.

In April 1992, Turgeon became an
assistant under Jerry Green at the
University of Oregon. In his five
years there, Oregon made their first
appearance in the NCAA tourna-
ment in 34 years.

Turgeon also helped the Ducks
post three consecutive winning sea-
sons and was invited to the National
Invitational Tournament.
Afterwards, Turgeon rejoined
Larry Brown as an assistant with the
76ers in April 1997.

Turgeon played basketball at the
University of Kansas for four sea-
sons. The Jayhawks posted a record
of 108-33 while he was there.

He was Team Captain for two
seasons and a member of four teams
to consecutively appear in the
NCAA Tournament. The Jayhawks
posted a record of 108-33 in those
seasons.
