When & purchese is
thus made, seller and buyer put up 2
margin, either in cash; or certificate, or
deposit, As goon am tho coraer becomes
known, thers is an effort made to break
it.

. on the last day of the month, Those
who have sold rown to the corner and
hasene coin to deliver, pay the differ-
encn between the price at which they
sold, and the ruling price at tho close
of business on the last dey.

Americn Again Virtoriows—Bogardus  Feats
TN

The great match between Gaptain H.
W. Bogardus (the American champion)
and 8. Shaw of Oldham, near Mauches-
ter, for two hundred pounds & side,

bad, amonnting to millions of bushels,
and the price has advanced ten cents a
bushel, the profit is enormous. As the
prices advance, additional margins are
required. Those failing to ptit up the
additional marging, lose what they have
already put up.

These are exciting
times, Corn at such & moment may be
purchased of the coruer for shipment,
from six to fifteen ventsz bushel less
than it is selling for on 'Change for de-
livery during the month. Each time
there is a cormer, thore is a crash,
sometimes of the corner men, and at
other times of the anti-corner mou.
The whole procecdings are of such
questionable honesty, that the legisla.
fure of Illinois has declared the opera-
tion of a corner to be a felony. Itis
nevertheless still practiced. Corners
are attempted in wheat, oats, barley,
pork, and lard, and some of them have
been quite successfull in a pecuniary
way. It requires nerve, audacity, and
money, or credit. Recently & bank
here went into a corner, issuing its cer-
tificates of deposit for margins; the
coraer niled, and so did the bank, and
the certificates have never been paid.—
Seribner for September.

say half s dozen ycars younger than
the captain, No time was lost in ar-
ranging the preliminaries, and at 10:30
A.; M, the match commenced, both
men trappivg their own bixds, the best
blae rocks obtainable. Shaw led off
but failed to bring down his first, a
very fast one, and the captain quickly
came forward and rattled down in fine
style a very swift bird. Both throngh
trapping their own birds against each

using one barrel only, He shot with
five drachms of powder, and used No.
9 shot. Shaw used a single gun.

That Captain Bogardus has now
proved himself an cxtraordinary piarks-
man po man can deny, for the score
alone was never before equaled in Eng-
land ; in fact, the losing man's (Shaw)
soore is the largest ever previously
made. When we take into considera-
tion the swiftness of the Dlirds, they
being the best blue rocks that could be
obtained for the timo of year, and the
fact of the captain being made to load
every cartridgo himeolf with shot singly
befora he placed it in his gun, and also
trapping the whole of his birds, that is
to say, those for Shaw to shoot at, the
performance must be decmed a surpris-
ing one. ITe shoots oxceedingly fair,
with the gnn clean below the elbow,
and kills his birde in a most astonish-
ing menner. Each appears to receive
the stipulated quantity of shot in it
body, being instantanconsly doublad
up. Shaw shot well enough to bent
99 sportsmen out 100 and he never was
in the hunt on this occasion.—Befl/'s
Life.
